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Sport at Watlington Community Primary School
At Watlington Community Primary School, we are committed to fostering a lifelong love of sport and physical activity in all our pupils. We believe that sport is not only essential for physical health and wellbeing, but also plays a key role in developing confidence, teamwork, and perseverance.
PE and sport are integral to our curriculum. Our carefully planned programme ensures that children build the fundamental skills needed for physical activity, while also preparing them for competitive opportunities in Key Stage 2 and beyond. We aim to make PE inclusive, engaging, and progressive for every child.
Outside of lessons, we offer a wide variety of extra-curricular clubs that allow children to explore different sports and develop their talents further. These clubs are well-attended and reflect the enthusiasm our pupils have for staying active. We also work closely with local sports organisations to create opportunities for children to compete and have fun.
What is the Sports Premium?
The PE and Sport Premium is a government initiative that provides additional funding to primary schools in England to improve the quality of their PE and sport provision. This funding helps schools enhance their physical education programmes, increase participation in physical activity, and promote the overall health and wellbeing of pupils.
At Watlington Community Primary School, we have received a budget of £17,527.37. This funding is being used to:
1. Increase the confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport
2. Engage all pupils in regular physical activity
3. Raise the profile of PE and sport across the school as a tool for whole-school improvement
4. Offer a broader experience of a range of sports and activities to all pupils
5. Increase participation in competitive sport
We are proud to report that 86% of our Year 6 pupils left last year being able to swim at least 25 metres, meeting the national curriculum requirement for swimming and water safety.

We are committed to ensuring that the impact of our Sports Premium spending is long-lasting. The equipment purchased through this funding continues to support our goal of increasing physical activity throughout the school day. From active playtimes to structured PE lessons, these resources help us create more opportunities for children to be active, engaged, and healthy.
